WELCOME TO TLA! e Children under the age of 14 must take a swim test in order to be
in the deep end of the swim area without an adult or a life jacket. Any

children who have not passed the swim test must have a life jacket on
and a parent or guardian must be either be in the water with them, or
on the island observing them.

¢ No dogs are permitted at the beach or property around the beach.
o After significant rains, bacteria levels in the lake can rise to un-
healthy levels for a short period of time. When bacteria levels are

high, it is not safe to swim. Historically, the levels return to normal within 24 hours after a heavy rain.
Please remember that you swim in Tanglewood Lake at your own risk, even when lifeguards are pre-

sent.
